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2-Needle Coptic


I ended up liking the Coptic construction much more than I expected. I’ve never been a big fan of exposed spines, but after putting the work into making one, I have a lot more respect and appreciation for the aesthetics of the sewing pattern and the look of the folded backs of the sections. 


With the sewing, I found that it was hard to keep both lengths of thread tight between the sewing stations. It was also hard to determine how tight to attach the covers. They always seemed to be loose, but I when I tightened them, the first section wouldn’t lay right. I think this is just a drawback to this construction -- the cover boards always shift up and down no matter how tight the thread is.


My biggest issue with the Coptic books I made is they are much wider at the spine than at the fore-edge. I have no idea why this happens to my books (my long-stitch books seemed to have the same problem), but it really bothers me and I’d like to be able to fix it. They tend not to close properly either, another problem I’d like to remedy.
